Known as the 
“Father of the 
Green Revolu-
tion,” Norman 
Borlaug was born 
in Iowa in 1914. 
He studied biol-
ogy, forestry and 
plant pathology and, after a stint with 
DuPont, worked with Mexican farm-
ers to help them increase crop yields. 
Borlaug expanded his efforts and is 
widely credited with saving a billion 
people from starvation. Nonethe-
less, his methods remain controver-
sial among environmentalists. Borlaug 
died in Dallas in 2009.
